Yom Kippur morning Aliyah #7 (Shabbat)
Leviticus 16:31-34
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It shall be a sabbath of complete rest for you, and you shall practice self-denial; it is a Iwa for all time. The priest who has been
anointed and ordained to serve as priest in place of his father shall make expiation. He shall put on the linen vestments, the sacral
vestments. He shall purge the innermost Shrine; he shall purge the Tent of Meeting and the altar; and he shall make expiation for the
priests and for all the people of the congregation. This shall be to you a law for all time: to make atonement for the Isrealites for all
their sins once a year. And Moses did as the Lord had commanded him.
