Original Pride Flag

We are going to start with the original pride flag. It was created in 1977. A man named Harvey Milk asked Gilbert Baker to create a flag for the raising gay activist community.  He took inspiration from Judy garlands “Over the Rainbow,” the American flag, and the flag from the french revolution. The different colors are said to symbolize different aspects of the pride community. Pink for Sex, Red for Life, Orange for healing, Yellow for sunlight, Green for nature, Turquoise for Art or Magic, Indigo for serenity, and  Violet for spirit.




Traditional Gay Pride Flag

Sadie:  This flag represents being gay, but is also used for a broader number of things in the lgbtq+ community. The traditional pride flag or the 6 color pride flag is the most commonly known. It was made in 1979, 2 years after the original. 




Philly Pride Flag

The Philly pride flag added 2 new colors,  brown and black,  to be inclusive of queer people of color. There is a special word  used when different identifiers overlap, like in this case race, the color of your skin, and sexuality, who you are attracted to. The word is called inter-section-ality.




Transgender Flag

This is the Transgender flag. Transgender or trans  is a term used for people who change or transition from the gender they were given at birth. This flag was created by Monica Helms, a trans woman, in 1999, and it was revealed at a Pride Parade in Phoenix a year later. The light blue is the traditional color to represent boys, men, and masculinity. The  pink Represents girls, Women and feminity. The white in the middle Represents those who are transitioning and those who feel they have a neutral gender or no gender.



Progress Pride Flag

This is the Progress pride flag.  It was made by Daniel Quasar (K-zar) , who identifies as queer and nonbinary. The triangle stripe pattern has the transgender flag colors in it and the brown and black that we saw in the Philly Pride Flag. The triangle pattern was added for more emphasis to the flag. 



Lesbian Flag

This flag is the lesbian flag. There is no official lesbian flag yet, but this one is very inclusive. you can see some other variations in the bottom corner. Women who identify as Lesbian are women who are attracted to other women. This flag includes all lesbian woman including trans woman. This flag got well known after a girl named Emily Green shared it on twitter.



Non-binary Flag

This is the non binary flag. Being non-binary is when you feel like you're not one specific gender. This flag was made by Kye Rowan in 2014. This flag was a created because nonbinary people were feeling improperly represented by the genderqueer flag. The yellow symbolizes gender outside a binary. The white, a mix of all colors, representing those with none or all genders. Purple stands in for those who feel both binary male and female or fluid between them. The black is for the agender community, without sexuality or color. 



Gender Fluidity flag

THis flag is the gender fluidity flag. Gender fluidity is when one change ones gender on an ongoing basis. The pink stands for femininity. The white represents the lack of gender. The purple is for both masculinity and femininity. The black symbolizes all genders, including third genders. The blue reflects masculinity. 



Bisexual flag

This is the Bisexual flag. Bisexual is a sexuality were you are atracted to both men and women. Designed by Michael Page, in 1998 the flag brings attention to the bisexual community. The big striped are pink and blue, the stereotypical colors for men and women. The small purple stripe,  shows the attraction for both genders.



Pansexual Flag

Yossi: This is the pansexual flag. Pansexual is simular to bisexual in that pansexual people are attracted to both men and women but pansexual people are also atracted to other genders including no gender,thirdgenders, and non binary people. The pink represents women, yellow nonbinary, genderfluid, and gender-nonconforming people, and the blue is for men. This was created on the internet.



Asexual flag

This is The Asexual flag. People who identify as asexual dont experience (don’t say sex alot) atraction.  It is important to note that people who identify as asexual can have romantic atraction and can still love someone romanticaly. The colors were  Inspired by the Asexual Visibility and Education Network logo. (shown in the bottom corner) it represents many identities, including graysexuals, (people who sometimes feel attraction) and demisexuals (people who like to get to know the other person first before they feel attracted to them). Lastly, Just to do a little myth busting, men can be Asexual.
